The current study aimed to reveiaé level of compassion fatigue
(CF) among professional workers in the oncology departments of public
hospitals in the provinces of Ghardaia, Laghouat, and Ouargla. The study
also aimed to determine the levels of compassion satisfaction (CS) and
burnout (BD) and their relationship with compassion fatigue(CF), as well
as to examine the differences in the level of compassion fatigue based on
the variables of gender and professional experience in a sample of 84
professional workers aged between 19 and 60 y&hgsr years of
service ranged from 2 to more than 10 years. They were selected through
purposive sampling, and the Professional Quality of Life (ProQOL) scale
was applied. The data were processed using the Statistical Package for the
Social Sciences (SB$
The results of the current study indicated a high level of compassion
fatigue among the study sample, with no statistically significant
differences in CF levels based on gender and professional experience. The
study also found a moderate level of cosgan satisfaction (CS) and a
low level of burnout (BO) among the sample. Additionally, the study
revealed a positive correlation between burnout and compassion fatigue
and no statistically significant correlation between compassion fatigue
and compassiosatisfaction in the study sampléde findings were
interpreted based on theoretical frameworks and prior research relevant to
the subject of the current study.

What is Compassion
Fatigue?

There is a cost to caring,

Professionals who listen to the stories of fear, pain and suffering of others may feel
similar fear, pain and suffering because they care. Professionals especially vulnerable
to Compassion Fatigue (CF) include emergency care workers, counsellors, mental
health professionals, medical professionals, clergy, advocate volunteers, and human
service workers. If you ever feel as though you are losing yvour sense of self to the
clients you serve, you may be suffering from CF.

The concept of Compassion Fatigue emerged only in the last several years in the
professional hiterature. It represents the cost of caring about and for traumatised
people. Compassion Fatigue 1s the emotional residue of exposure to working with the
suffering, particularly those suffering from the consequences of traumatic events.
Professionals who work with people, particularly people who are suffering, must
contend with not only the normal stress or dissatisfaction of work, but also with the
emotional and personal feelings for the suffering.

Compassion Fatigue is NOT “bumout”. Burnout is associated with stress and hassles
involved in yvour work: it 1s very cumulative, is relatively predictable and frequently a
vacation or change of job helps a great deal. Compassion Fatigue is very different.
Compassion Fatigue is a state of tension and precccupation with the individual or
cumulative trauma of clients as manifested in one or more ways including re-
experiencing the traumatic event, avoidance/numbing of reminders of the event, and
persistent arousal. Although similar to critical incident stress (being traumatised by
something you actually experience or see), with CF vou are absorbing the trauma
through the eyes and ears of your clients. It can be thought of as secondary
post-traumatic stress.

There are human costs associated with CF. Job perfonmance goes down, mistakes go
up. Morale drops and personal relationships are affected, people’s home lives start to
deteriorate, personality deteriorates and eventually it can lead to overall decline in
general health.
